What does Class-Grade do?

- Record grades for each grade unit.

- Record notes for each grade unit and each student within the grade unit.

- Record student general information (notes, phone numbers, etc.)

- Displays statistics for each grade unit (high, low, average, median)

What's a Grade Unit? - 

A grade unit is anything you would assign a grade to. This includes not just tests and quizzes, but also projects, term papers, conduct, oral reports.. the list is almost endless.

Initializing Class-Grade
The initial mass loading of the Class-Grade databases can be accomplished by using import files created using notepad on a PC. If needs be, any of this information can be altered from within Class-Grade.

For ease of use, you can create your import file on notepad. Then cut and paste the contents into a new memo on the PalmDeskTop. It will be uploaded to the Palm during the next HotSync.

To import these files into Class-Grade, from the Main screen menu select MAINT / Import data. A list of all memos will be displayed. Select the import file you wish to import and from the menu select "Import". A message will be displayed when the import is complete. When you've finished importing your data, select "Return" from the menu to get back to the Main screen.

Registration

Class-Grade V 3.01 demo is fully functional, but allows for only 1 class to be set up. To change this to fully functional, Tap MAINT > REGISTER from the Main screen. On the Register screen will is displayed your device User Name. When registering Class-Grade V3.01 from our website (instructorsoft.com) include your device User Name. Your registration number will be emailed to you within two business days. Place the Registration number in the space provided and tap the REGISTER button.

PLEASE BE SURE TO ACCURATELY COPY THE DEVICE USER NAME! IT IS CASE SENSITIVE! 

There are three types of import files:

ROSTER IMPORT FILE
Roster import files hold all the information (class name, test names and student names) for an entire class.

STUDENT IMPORT FILE
This file imports new students. One list can be reused and just added to since duplicate student names are ignored.

NOTE STRING IMPORT FILE
Class-Grade has the capability to add notes to each test and class, as well as notes for students with in the test. To make entering these notes easier, Class-Grade maintains a list of pre-defined note strings which can be entered through the use of this list. As with the Student Import File the list can be added to and reused since duplicate strings are ignored.

Notes:

A - student name -> [student name - last name, first name middle initial optional note entered after a colon]

B - Duplicate Class names and grade unit names are allowed. Duplicate student names are not allowed. Student names used in different classes refer to the same student record.

ENTERING GRADE UNIT DATA
Once Classes, grade units, and students have been entered into the database, choose SELECT/Select class from the menu to display list of Class. Tap the class you want which will return you to the Main screen. Now tap SELECT/Select Grade Unit to display a list of grade units entered for the chosen class. Again tap the grade unit you wish to use. When the Main screen reappears, the grade unit information is displayed along with any previously entered grade unit information.

To enter a grade, highlight the student desired and using the keys on the bottom of the screen, set the grade. Press enter to record the grade. If an error is made  before the grade is entered, press 'C' to clear the entry.

To view stat for this grade unit select SELECT/ View stats.

ENTERING NOTES FOR GRADE UNIT OR STUDENT
Press NOTE on the main screen and choose either G.U. (grade unit), Student or Cancel. Enter your note on the note screen or select 'Add note string' to add a previously note string to the note. When done select 'Update'. Any student or grade unit with a note for a particular grade unit will be preceded by an asterisk on the main screen.

ADDING NEW OR EDITING EXISTING STUDENTS
From the Main screen menu tap SELECT/Add/Edit Students

1.)adding new students
Fill in at least the student first and last names. Spaces are also provided for two phone numbers and notes, a generic note and student information. When filled in select 'Add as new' from the menu. Remember the student name cannot have already been entered. Once entered if you've made and error in the entry, correct it and press 'Update' from the menu.

2.)viewing an existing student Select 'Display Current' from the menu. On the select menu, there are three methods to display possible students.


i) Leave the search blank and all the students in the database will be displayed.


ii) Select the start of the last name and suffix it with an asterisk. All students with a last name beginning with fragment will be displayed. ( entered: JOHN* displayed will include JOHNSON, JOHNSTONE and JOHN)


iii) Enter the name exactly as you want it. Only those names will be displayed.

From the list displayed highlight the desired name and press 'Select'. Information pertaining to this student is displayed when returning to the add/edit screen. Make any changes you wish and press 'Update'.

3.)adding a student to a class Select 'Edit class enrollment'. A list of classes is displayed. To add a student to the class check the box next to the class name under the A (active) column. To remove a student check the box under I (inactive). Making a student inactive will not delete any data already stored pertaining to this student and class.

ADDING NEW OR EDITING EXISTING CLASSES
From the Main screen menu tap SELECT/Add/Edit Classes

1.)adding new classes
Fill in at least the class name. Space is also provided class information. When filled in select 'Add as new' from the menu. Remember that class names can be duplicates. Once entered if you've made and error in the entry, correct it and press 'Update' from the menu.

2.)viewing an existing class From the list displayed highlight the desired class information pertaining to this class is displayed. Make any changes you wish and press 'Update'.

If you check class inactive, the class won't be displayed (except on the screen) anywhere in Class-Grade unless you have selected  'Display inactive' on the Preferences screen.

3.)viewing/editing roster To view/edit a class roster, select 'View/Edit roster' from the menu. A list of all students in the database is displayed. To add a student to the class check the box next to the student name under the A (active) column. To remove a student check the box under I (inactive). Making a student inactive will not delete any data already stored pertaining to this student and class.

4.)viewing/editing grade units  Select 'View/Edit Grade Units'. To create a new grade unit, 'Clear' the screen, fill in at least a Grade Unit title (Active and Numeric) are default values. Select 'Add as new'. To edit an existing class select 'View existing' and pick a grade unit from the displayed list and press Select. Make any changes desired and press 'Update'.

EXPORTING DATA
Select 'MAINT/Export' data from the main screen. On the export screen, check the grade units you want to export and if you want to include the stats and/or notes for each. Then select 'Begin export' from the menu. Export will create a memo for each grade unit and a master list for this export session. When the exporting is completed a notice will appear with the name of the master file memo containing all the exports.

On the next HotSync the memos will be transferred to the PalmDeskTop program on your PC, simply cut and paste each one into NotePad.
